How to get to Granada:

By plane

The National Airport Federico Garcia Lorca is located 15km away from the city.

By car

The National Airport of Málaga is only 90 minutes away from Granada by car (all freeways).

The airport of Madrid is about 4 hours away by car (all freeways).

By bus

To get to Granada by bus from Madrid, you have to take the bus at the Estación del Sur (Madrid). It will take about 5 hours. You can check timetables and buy your ticket at the website of the bus company Continental Auto www.movelia.es/transicion_continental/venta.htm (only in Spanish).
